The work progressed quickly and successfully and we have
created a simple modern design using sustainable materials, and a highly insulated modular
construction of MT Hegjgaard and ScandiByg (their modular prefabrication business in the
north of Denmark). Our project team Fiona Smith and Kirsten Hamilton attended meetings
in Denmark and Shetland during the project and completion is programmed for September
2010. The design successfully meets the needs of both the Mid Yell pupils and community.
